e The Entrance Test shall consist of a paper for 100 marks of 120 minutes duration and
an interview for 25 marks

e The Question Paper shall be based on syllabi of the PG Programmes of the respective
subjects and research methodology with a weightage of 50:50. It shall contain
objective type and short answer type questions in the ratio of 50:50.

The MA syllabus is available on the University website as is the syllabus for Research
Methodology in PhD course work.

The Question paper shall have three sections:

a) Section A with 50 Multiple Choice (Objective type) questions

for one mark each (RM=20 +MA syllabus=30; 50x1=50)
b) Section B with short note questions on Research Methodology (3 out of 4: 3x10=30)
¢) Section C with short note questions on the MA syllabus: (2 out of 5 : 2x10=20)

Venue : Department of English (Humanities Building, adjacent to University Library).
Interview Date and Time: 16/03/2023, 10.30.a.m. onwards.

e Kindly note that candidates who have cleared JRF/NET/SLET/KSET and those who have
passed Entrance Test for MPhil with coursework are not required to take the Entrance Test, but
they must appear for the Interview, on 16/03/2023 at 10.30 am. Candidates appearing for the
entrance test will be interviewed on 16/03/2023 from 2.00pm onwards.
