The principal of the college Dr.Subrahmanya K., made a oral presentation
about the college and its infrastructure and recent developments before the committee.
The committee then inspected the exhibition particularly of publications, Ph.D theses,
research reports and books published by the faculty arranged in the college, after which
the committee interacted with the principal, faculty members and inspected the

infrastructure facilities in the college.

The Government First Grade College Belthangady in its proposal requested the
university to grant permission to start research centre in the two departments like:

Department of Commerce and Department of Kannada.

Government First Grade College Belthangady was started in the year 1983 for
undergraduate programmes and in the academic year 2016-17 onwards M.Com and
M.A(Kannada) programmes were started in this Govt. College. Recently new building
constructed and a separate P.G block, Library and Computer lab also setup. In this
college, seven faculty members of two P.G departments have awarded Ph.D degrees(all

relevant documents enclosed).



The committee observed that, M.Com and M.A(Kannada) P.G programmes
were started more than five years back and fulfillment of our university statute and
infrastructure is also good and this college may provide good opportunities to
economically poor students in rural areas and it may practice social justice. The
committee’s main concern is that the faculty members must stay in the college and avoid
transfers, if they transferred to other than Mangalore University catchment
areas(jurisdictions), the Ph.D students if they registered their doctoral programmes
under these faculty members will be facing an hardship in the future and problem to

continue their doctoral programmes.

However, the committee examine the new P.G block, P.G programs, Computer
Lab, Library facility and other infrastructure facilities to consider all these and
recommends that the proposal of “Government First Grade College Belthangady”, may be
recognized as a research centre of Mangalore University for the purpose of registering
students for doctoral research(Ph.D), in two departments are: Department of
Commerce and M.A(Kannada) under the eligible guides recognized through due

process, as per the relevant statutes/regulations.
